What to Expect 

Inquiry: Share your occasion, goals and inspiration. We’ll determine the right 
level of service for your project. 

Concept & Presentation: A design direction and concept proposal are created 
based on your budget, vision, event and brand. 

Curation & Design: We source, assemble and style each element of your gift 
to align with your chosen concept. 

Celebration: Each gift is finished with refined details, packaged beautifully and 
prepared for delivery or pickup.​
 

Services Overview 

Bespoke Gifts: One-of-a-kind designs crafted for individual recipients or 
occasions. Perfect for milestone celebrations, personal gestures and special 
events. 
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Small Batch Gifting: Semi-custom designs created in quantities of five to nine, 
ideal for client thank-yous, hostess gifts or smaller gatherings. 

Corporate & Event Gifting: Fully coordinated gifting programs for corporate 
events, team recognition and large-scale celebrations. 

The Gifted Year: For select clients, Curate + Celebrate offers an annual gifting 
planning option designed to support proactive, design-led gifting throughout 
the year. This service allows the studio to plan a limited number of gifting 
moments in advance, bringing ease and intention to recurring celebrations. 

The Gifted Year includes an annual planning component and follows Curate + 
Celebrate’s existing curated gifting investment structure. Inquire for availability 
and details.

Investment 

Every project is custom, and pricing reflects materials, scope and creative 
time. Our structure ensures transparency, while allowing flexibility for both 
bespoke and bulk projects. 

●​ Bespoke Gifts: Begin at $295 per gift​
 

●​ Small Batch Gifting: Begin at $150 per gift​
 

●​ Bulk Gifting (10+): Typically $45–$75 per gift, depending on materials and 
design 

*A $150 Presentation Fee covers creative development and concept planning. 
This fee is credited toward your final total when you move forward with your 
curated design.​
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Signature Gift Wrap Service 

$30 per gift or $25 per gift for groups of five or more 

This service includes full wrapping, ribbon and two studio-selected 
embellishments styled by Curate + Celebrate. These elements are part of your 
wrapping fee and are not billed separately. 

Additional Materials​
Boxes and wrapping paper are not part of the base fee. If you need the studio 
to source and purchase these items, they will be added to your invoice at cost. 

Sourcing Options​
You may bring your own box and wrapping paper, or the studio can source 
them for you. All embellishments used in your design are provided by Curate + 
Celebrate and included in the wrapping fee. 

Availability​
Wrapping-only projects are available year-round and may be scheduled for 
pick-up or delivery. 

​
Timeline & Process 

Curate + Celebrate requires a minimum of seven business days for project 
completion, subject to availability. Requests with a turnaround of under seven 
business days may incur a rush fee. 

Before design begins, we schedule a 15-minute conversation to discuss 
expectations, needs and budget to ensure every detail is aligned.​
